Speakers Bureau – Dick Colwell – None

Scholarship – Dick Colwell - Needs to be a better way to market the fund.  Typically only one report a year, which means duplicates from year to year.  Most ever, four.  School counselor made a comment that it was very restrictive.  Need to check web to determine search engine capabilities.  

ScubaFest 2008 - Dick Colwell - Suggest that we open discussion for donation of UWI funds.  According to Dick’s calculations, UWI funds should be 1464.50.  Rich Lauer motioned to split the money from UWI between MAST and DAN  from Scubafest and OCSSDI, seconded by Darrell Logan.  Motion carried.

Motion by Rich Lauer, seconded by Patrix Heschel to donate $500 to Legends.  Motion carried.
ScubaFest 2009 report – Darrell Logan – see attached.
Bill Libecap read Carol Kender’s proposal for taking over the exhibitor chairmanship.  She wants complete control of who is to participate and where they will be placed during the show.  There is to be no second quessing on her decisions.  Discussion followed:  It was mentioned that the ultimate decisions were to be made by the Directors of ScubaFest, therefore giving any chairman absolute control is against OCSSDI guidelines for ScubaFest.  Darrell Logan motioned, seconded by Ernie Naples, to pass the request back to the ScubaFest committee for final action, with a recommendation to deny Carol’s request to take over the Exhibitor Chairmanship.  Motion carried.
